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Objectives

1. To uncover the roots of terrorism, violence, and extremism and to show that they are the outcome of a distorted logic against which Muslim scholars throughout the ages have warned. 

2. To show the moderation of Islam and the justice of its teachings which shun violence and call for dialog, persuasion and peaceful argument. 

3. To explain the legal position of Islam on the recent events based on relevant evidence. 

4. To contribute to the academic and religious defense of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and to expose the foreign propaganda and its lies and accusations against the Kingdom. 

5. To make recommendations of a scientific, educational, psychological and social nature to the relevant authorities as a contribution to the required remedy. 

6. To clarify the position of Al-Imam Muhammad Ibn Saud Islamic University on the distorted thinking, thereby dismissing the accusations hailed against it. 

7. To contribute with all the constituencies of this country to the strength and safeguard of the national front.
