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There is at least one Moroccan out of every four suicide-bombers in Iraq. This Moroccan has come to Iraq as a volunteer to fight the Americans. This high rate has been unveiled in American statistics and seems quite significant in the long term. It reflects the image of the United States in North Africa, more specifically the way Moroccans view the Americans with respect to the Levant and the highly sophisticated percussion in the consciousness of the Moroccans. 
  
It can be easily opined that Globalization has unfettered the joints of the Arab World. It can also be opined that everybody is becoming more attentive to the North. This applies in the main to France, whose cultural and artistic aura is prevailing in the minds of the Moroccan young generations. This is true to a great extent. The younger generations are much less interested in the produce of the publishers in Beirut and Cairo. They seem to be careless about what the Arab radio stations transmit. None of them is interested even in reading a daily newspaper that is accessible through the Internet. The major variable than bulldozed the old practices is the advent of the satellites. These devices brought all events in live scenes from their exact locations that stimulate discontent in the eyes of the beholders when critical moment are being aired, as in the case with the encirclement of Jenine or the air raids over the whole Baghdad district before it befell under the control of the invaders. This airing should have stirred the hidden emotions since the scenes remain to be described as atrocious. It has necessarily sustained the conviction that the Moroccan watcher immediately feel that he will be the next in turn, since his homeland is an expansion of this cultural and spiritual integrity. 
  
Henceforth, what attracted the Moroccan youth, inciting them to follow up the developments occurring in Iraq and Palestine was not the outcome of alien political ideologies. In fact, it stemmed from living realities that were stimulated by the legacy lurking in the collective consciousness folds. What is paramount here is the extent to which those young people ventured in their concern about both Palestine and Iraq. They conceived that if the road to Palestine is blocked, the way to Iraq passes through many holes. They were not reluctant to sale in adventure believing that they will have the honor to participate and gain valor in these historic battles that will make the difference. It is remarkable that following this path, they went to the extreme. What is remarkable, as a matter of fact, is that the youth gave themselves as the only sacrifice they could make and this kind of sacrifices cannot be redeemed. This is a tremendous drive within this context and it demands thorough understanding and in depth analysis for its cultural, psychological, and sociological implications. It also demands the study of the significance of such acts beyond the American understanding. The Moroccan bachelor who is ardent for military Martyrdom is in a state of despair as a result of the social conditions he lives in and has no hope for any changes to take place due to the stagnant states he lives in with no single glimpse for any new horizon. 
  
Those volunteers are comprised of students, employees, and unemployed. They carry a huge burden that blocks their social interaction. The Moroccan reading for this phenomenon is based on the American reading, which portrays that those are duped and incorrigible young people. It is too late to work with them after they have left their country with their irrevocable determination for martyrdom. Security efforts are directed at the moment to kill these attempts before they are realized even if they were still in the phase of speculation. The authorities are harassing all bearded youngsters. Mosques and web cafes are put on the watch daring anyone to open any of the Jihad websites. Such detainees are considered to be terrorists and are severely punished. No evidence for their connection with any recruiting networks working or sending volunteers to Iraq. By doing so, the authorities esteem they are setting examples for those who even feign to participate in acts of martyrdom. 
  
This thinking doesn’t admit the reality of the motivations that come from within and from without. The Moroccan youth compare the oppression that they experience inside their siege to the milieus of freedom that their peers experience in the West. They feel suffocated under these hard social conditions knowing that change is a rare possibility. Then the portrait of the American youth comes as the symbol of evil in the mind of the Moroccan and Arab youth in general. 
  
It follows that any collision is constantly probable and this applies to large sectors of the young, who yearn for traveling and martyrdom; keeping in mind that both sides are not balanced in terms of power. Given the circumstances, these waves of imprisonment and trials are no solution to this phenomenon. The real causes must be tackled, prior to all other considerations, as they may be formed from within; and then examine the image of the American to the general populace. The oppressed youth should be given ways to express themselves with respect to cultural issues starting with the problem of identity in order to facilitate working on within the limits that satisfy their needs, instead of being indoctrinated with principles before their attitude becomes the rule. The American propaganda must strive to appeal for the public opinion. They have to improve their image by fully reconsidering their policy to continue supporting the Hebrew state that shows no respect for the Arabs and the Muslims wherever they are. 
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
